A MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
Dear Parents and Guardians, 

 
Our WASC/WCEA accreditation visit is scheduled for next Tuesday, February 26 through Thursday, 

February 28.  A Visiting Committee composed of educators will spend three days at our school site reviewing our 
Self-Study Report and observing the daily routines of the school.  The purpose of this visit is to provide an 
outside perspective of our school from educators who are thoroughly familiar with the criteria used by the 
schools in the Diocese of Oakland.  The Visiting Committee will read our Self-Study Report, interview faculty, 
staff, students and parents, and gather evidence and analysis of student work.  The discussions and written 
results of the Visiting Committee will helps us in refining our school improvement action plans with respect to our 
student learning expectations. 

The faculty, staff, and School Board have been working very hard over the past few months writing the self-
study and gathering evidence to support our findings. A synthesized summary of the self-study found the 
following school strengths: 

• Strong Catholic identity and integration of Catholic faith throughout the curriculum and life of the school 
• Strong integration of Student Learning Expectations (Christian Leader, Academic Achiever, and 

Responsible Citizen) into the curriculum and life of the school 
• Pastor, principal, faculty, staff, School Board, and PTG committed to creating an atmosphere that 

reflects the learning expectations and Gospel values with consistent focus on the needs of the student 
• Continuous development and monitoring of action plans that flow from the mission statement, 

philosophy, and Student Learning Expectations and drive school improvement 
• Engaging curriculum using a variety of methodologies to meet the needs of all learners 
• Excellent technology and student resource support 
• Active parent involvement in the school that support student growth and school improvement 
• Financially sound with substantial reserves and good financial practices in place 
The self-study also helped us identify the following five areas for growth and improvement to be completed 

over the course of six years.  
• Compete the Technology In-Depth Study and revise the current five-year plan to reflect the new 

technology standards of the Diocese of Oakland 
• Create an action plan to transform our faculty into a Learning Community using Learning Community 

strategies as part of professional development and faculty collaboration 
• Create a more formal student-self evaluation of progress toward attainment of the Student Learning 

Expectations 
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• More fully integrate service learning into the curriculum 
• Develop a strategic plan to increase visibility of St. John School, better promote the strengths of the 

school, further strengthen alumni connections, and increase enrollment 
There are several copies of the self-study report in the office for you to peruse at your leisure. I am sure 

you will find it quite interesting to read. Please make arrangements with Mrs. Karen Brown to borrow a copy of 
the self-study.  
   
Thank you for all you do for St. John the Baptist School. Your cooperation and participation in the school plays 
an important role in making St. John’s such a wonderful school community.

HOT LUNCH PROGRAM 
This is a reminder to parents about the Hot Lunch Program.  If your child wishes to receive hot lunch from the hot 
lunch program, you must go on-line and register for the program, choose your lunches for the month and then 
pay by check or credit card.  Please do not send your child with $5.00 every day to buy hot lunch because there 
is no guarantee that they will have extra lunches available to purchase.  The purchase of hot lunches is starting 
to get out of control (especially on pizza days).  We also have a lot of children who have purchased lunches on 
an IOU basis (this is to be used only for emergencies) and have not paid their outstanding balance.  
Unfortunately, these children will not be allowed to receive another hot lunch on an IOU basis until their balance 
is paid.  We have a lot of IOU’s that need to be paid (approximately 20 students). Parents, if you know your child 
has gotten IOU lunches in the past and have not paid, please pay your IOU balances as soon as possible.  
These outstanding balances are not good to have on our records and we want to stay in good standings with the 
lunch program, Children’s Choice.
