A  M E S S A G E F R O M  T H E P R I N CI P A L  
Dear Parents and Guardians, 

Two significant events occurred last week: The passing of our volunteer librarian, Bunny Walton and the 
completion of our WCEA/WASC accreditation visit.  

Bunny Walton was a volunteer at St. John School for 51 years beginning in 1956 when the school first 
opened. Bunny wore many volunteer hats over the many years she spent at the school. She was a room parent, 
president of the PTG, and a school board member. She also served hot dog lunches to students once a week to 
raise money for library books. Bunny worked two days a week as our librarian, cataloging and ordering books 
and reading to the younger children. She was a wonderful person whose love of children and books brought a 
sense of peace to the school. Having Bunny Walton as part of our St. John community was a blessing to us all. 
She truly epitomized the St. John charism of Christian stewardship. Thank you, Bunny for giving so much to the 
children of St. John. We will miss you very much. May you rest in peace. 

The WCEA/WASC accreditation visit was very positive and affirming. The committee was very 
impressed with the outstanding organizational, curricular, and support programs of the school.  The committee 
commended the pastor, administration, faculty, staff, parents, and student body for working together to make the 
school a loving, caring and supportive learning environment where all students will succeed. ÒPlease be assured 
that we are most impressed by the commitment of your entire school community to the educational and personal 
welfare of each student at St. John the Baptist School.
